Folwell Building

Proposed Recommendation:  Open Folwell 
building and move the Ramsey Fine Arts 
Magnet program intact to Folwell

Enrollment Strategy: Open Closed Building

Current: Folwell is a closed building in the Northrop attendance area 

Rationale: 
Utilizes an empty building that creates K-8 
capacity for approximately 900 students in 
Zone 2 and 3Folwell

Students Impacted:
2012- 1,040 K-8 students at Ramsey

South High School
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Why Ramsey Arts Magnet and 
not another school?

ÅNeed to create space in Zone 3 and there are no closed buildings available 
(650-1,000 middle school seats needed) in Zone 3

ÅAll three shared-zone magnets are located in Zone 3. Ramsey building is 
the largest of the three shared-zone magnets and the only one that can 
accommodate 650-1,000 middle school students.

ÅEmerson and Windom are both shared-zone magnets but do not have the 
building capacity needed

ÅProximity of Ramsey to Washburn allows for annex space for high school 
students in the next few years.
